The text of the abstract is Calibri (Body), 11 pt font size, regular font, spacing 6 pt below last line. Use only one single paragraph without any line breaks. Keep ‘© 2015 The Authors.’ as it is.

Introduction
Authors must ensure that the work submitted for inclusion in the ACEME 2015 Conference Proceedings has not been published previously, that it is not under consideration for publication elsewhere, that its publication is approved by all Authors and tacitly or explicitly by the responsible authorities where the work was carried out. The copyright of the materials included in the proceedings remains the property of the Authors, and can be freely used by the Authors for future publication in other scientific outlets.
Papers must be prepared by using the MS Word and must strictly follow the given guidelines. It is the authors’ responsibility to check that the manuscript is written concisely and in good, grammatically correct English. No corrections and editing will be undertaken after the manuscript is delivered to the conference organization, and no proofs are provided. To avoid errors the authors are strongly advised to use the 'spell-check' and 'grammar-check' functions of their wordprocessor.
Papers must be uploaded to the conference abstract and proceedings management system: https://aiche.confex.com/aiche/ACEME/cfp.cgi. The name of the file submitted should be ‘paper_first author name.doc’ (e.g. paper_santos.doc) for manuscripts accepted for oral presentation, and ‘poster_first author name.doc’ for poster presentation. Please indicate in the mail message whether you want to be considered for the selection process of the Special Issue of Frontiers in Carbon Capture, Storage, and Utilization. A selection of authors will then be invited by the end of May 2015, to submit their manuscript according to the Frontiers in Carbon Capture, Storage, and Utilization requirements by the end of June, 2015.
Paper Style and Format
Paper length is limited to 8-10 pages for oral communications, and 2-4 pages for posters (including all sections of abstract, introduction, results and discussion, conclusions, figures, tables, acknowledgements and references). 
Page set up is top, left, bottom and right all 3.0 cm.

The title of the paper is Calibri (Body), 18 pt, bold, spacing 18 pt below line. 
The author name style is Calibri (Body), 14 pt, bold, spacing 6 pt below line. The affiliation style is Calibri (Body), 12 pt, regular. No spacing between multiple affiliations.
Major heading style is Calibri (Body), 14 pt, bold, spacing 18 pt above line and spacing 6 pt below line. Do not number the major headings.
Main text style is Calibri (Body) with 12 pt regular font size, justified, single-spaced, spacing 6 pt below last line. This style and format must be maintained throughout the entire text of the paper. Do not leave blank space between the paragraphs. Do not indent the paragraphs.
Second-level Heading
The second-level heading is Calibri (Body), 12 pt, bold, spacing 12 pt above line, no spacing below line. The text follows the same style and format as the main text indicated in the previous section. Do not number the second-level headings.
Third-level heading. Third-level heading (if necessary by the manuscript structure) is Calibri (Body), 12 pt, italic face, no spacing above and below line. Do not number the third-level headings. The text follows the heading on the same line but in the style of the main text. 
Tables and Figures
Tables and Figures should be numbered consecutively in accordance with their appearance in the text (eg. Table x, Figure x). Figures should be readily interpreted without the use of colour since printing will be only in black and white.
Tables

Tables can be inserted as table format from word or excel or as picture. The number and name of the table should be indicated above it (Calibri (Body), 11 pt, ‘Table x’ bold, further caption not bold). The table and its caption are centred to the middle of the page. Text caption is Calibri (Body) 11 pt, spacing 6 pt below line and spacing 18 pt above line. For the text in the table use Calibri (Body) 11 pt font size. For numerical data use “.” instead of ”,” (cf. 3.2). Leave one blank line below the table (Calibri (Body) with 12 pt, spacing 6 pt below line).

Figures 

Graphs can best be inserted as a picture by copying the picture from the program (excel, sigma-plot, matlab, …) and use ‘paste special’ as picture. Figures should be preferably pasted special as PNG for a better quality. The Figure is centred. The caption of the figure should be indicated under it and is also centred. Caption style is Calibri (Body), 11 pt, ‘Figure x’ bold, further caption not bold, single blank space below the caption line (Calibri (Body) with 12 pt, spacing 6 pt below line).

Equations
All equations should be presented in a clear manner using Microsoft equation editor. Insert the graphic into your text file as an object. Leave single space above and below the equation line. The equations are left aligned and numbered sequentially in parentheses in the same line. Refer as ‘Eq. 1’ in the text.

Poster template
The posters should be prepared on A0 portrait (84.1cm width x 118.9cm height). A poster board for each poster will be provided in size 100cm width x 200cm height. The text and the graphical elements should be readily readable. Avoid exotic colours and fonts. Please follow the following tips:

· Use sans-serif fonts Arial, Tahoma, Trebuchet or Verdana. 

· Title font size should be between 72-120 points and consider using a large, bold sans-serif type font. 

· Subtitle (author's names and institution name) should be between 48-80 points. 

· Section headers (Abstract, Introduction, Methods, Results, Conclusions, etc.)  font size should be approximately 50% larger than the body text, between 36-72 points. Use the same font as your title or subtitle.
· For body text, make the font size between 24-48 points. Be sure to keep the body text font size the same throughout the entire poster.
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
