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CALL FOR ARTISTS

We are excited to announce that the Corrections Accountability Project is hosting an art competition
for incarcerated artists! Winning works will be showcased in fall of 2018 as part of a special exhibition hosted in

partnership with our parent organization, the Urban Justice Center. Running for roughly three months, the exhibition

will center on the harmful impact that commercializing our criminal legal system, and more specifically, our prisons

and jails (e.g. phones, commissary, healthcare, etc.), has had on incarcerated individuals and their communities.

We invite incarcerated artists to submit visual works, including, but not limited to, drawings, paintings,
and collages, in any art style (e.g. realism, impressionism, abstract, graffiti, pop art, etc.) for

consideration. Works may be done in any medium and any size. We will also accept some short
poetry for hanging. All submitted pieces should respond to the theme: Capitalizing on “Justice”.

What do we mean by “Capitalizing on Justice™?

As a nation, we spend more than $80 billion annually to
incarcerate 2.2 million people in facilities whose
deplorable conditions, subpar treatment services, and
ineffective ~ programs  worsen  recidivism.  Still,
communities spend yet another $3 billion to support
them. But the social costs of our failing criminal legal
system, such as the harm done to people, families, and
communities, are far higher. And these costs are not
distributed evenly—their burden is carried largely by
those we already detrimentally marginalize: low-income

and minority communities.

Selection & Award

Roughly 40 works will be selected for the exhibition
based on their artistic quality and relevance to the
theme. Each will be awarded gold, silver, or
bronze recognition and their artists granted
$500, $350, or $225, respectively. Awarded artists
will also receive photographs of their works in the
gallery. ALL artists will receive a “Letter of Receipt and
Thanks” and ALL submitted works' will be recognized

in an online gallery (www.correctionsaccountability.org).

' Works featuring extreme nudity, sexual content, or violence, or that
are otherwise unrelated to the theme of the exhibition will not be
selected or displayed in the exhibition or online gallery.
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However, this injustice has produced windfalls for some.
Over the past few decades, private and public actors
have found ways to financially exploit our criminal legal
system and those it touches. From jail visitation to
prison food, these actors have commercialized each
aspect of our punishment framework and built an
economy that depends on stripping people of their
freedom. In doing so, they have converted the justice-
involved and their communities into cash machines,
capitalizing on the victimization, criminalization, and
incarceration of those our society has failed.
